PRINCIPAL’S NEWS 
 

Dear Parents and Caregivers, 
 

INDEPENDENT PUBLIC SCHOOLS 
 
Last week the Premier and Education Minister Liz 
Constable heralded a new era in Western Australian 
education by empowering schools to make decisions 
that best suited the needs of their students and 
communities. 
 
The Government has invited public schools to apply 
for independent status, representing one of the most 
significant changes to the State’s education system 
in many decades.  

 
Principals, with the support of their School Council 
can nominate their school to become an Independent 
Public School from the beginning of 2010 by 
submitting an expression of interest by Monday 7 
September. Successful schools will be notified by the 
end of term 3 2009 with a comprehensive induction 
program being provided for school leaders, registrars 
and School Councils during term 4. 
 
Up to 30 schools from across all education sectors 
including, primary, high school, rural and urban 
environments will be selected in the initial intake to 
become independent public schools from the start of 
next year. 
 
The major benefits for becoming an independent 
public school will be the creation of far more flexibility 
for schools and their communities in the areas of staff 
selection, student support and curriculum delivery.   
 
Independent public schools will still remain part of the 
public school system and operate within the relevant 
legislative and industrial agreements butwill not be 
subject to Department policies, procedures and 
compliance processes. 
 
Over the next two weeks I will be facilitating 
consultation meetings with staff and the School 
Council to determine our school’s position on 
nominating to be an Independent Public School. 
 
I am also very keen to gauge the level of parent 
support for this initiative. To do this I will use next 
week’s P&C meeting scheduled for Monday August 
24

th
 at 7.30pm in the school staffroom, as a forum to 

discuss this issue. 
 
I will also be asking parents from our Parent Liaison

BUILDING THE EDUCATION REVOLUTION (BER) 
As part of the Federal Government’s Economic 
Stimulus Plan our school has received substantial 
funding through two BER programs. 
 
1. National School Pride Program  ($200 000) 
2. Primary Schools for the 21

st
 Century  

($3 000 000) 
 
Under the National School Pride Program 
Dunsborough will receive $75000 to supply and fit 
Interactive Whiteboards to 14 classrooms and 
$125000 to undertake maintenance work. 
 
Areas that have been identified for maintenance 
include  
• Replacing carpet in 5 classrooms 
• Replacing blackboards in 5 classrooms. 
• Replacing damaged paving between the library 

and the admin building. 
• Levelling and filling the oval. 
• Repainting all external surfaces to Library, senior 

and junior teaching blocks 
• Internal painting of Admin block 
• Supply and installing pin up board in senior 

teaching block. 
 
Under the Primary Schools for the 21

st
 Century 

program construction will begin later this year on a 

new 4 classroom teaching block and a multipurpose 
Art and Music Room. These facilities will be built next 
to the top car park adjacent to the school oval. 
 

KISS AND DROP PARKING IN TURNER STREET 
Parents are advised that the Shire has re-gazetted 
the verge parking in Turner Street, at the front of the 
school, to be a KISS and DROP parking zone from 
7.30 to 9.00am in the morning and from 2.30 – 
4.00pm in the afternoon.  This change has been 
negotiated with the Shire, after consultation with the 
school’s P&C, as a better way of managing traffic 
flow, particularly in the afternoon, and ultimately 
minimising the risk of a child being injured. 
 
This means that cars are only allowed to stop for a 
maximum of 5 minutes between these times to drop 
off or pick up children. Cars are not to be left 
unattended or be parked for periods longer than 5 
minutes during these times. 
 
Rangers from the Shire have informed the school 
they will be regularly patrolling this area from now on 
to ensure parents are complying with this new 
parking arrangement.
